Storage conditions in warehouses must comply with the requirements of GOST 32304-2013 «Laminated floor coverings based on dry-process
fiberboards»: temperature - not lower than 5°C; relative humidity - not higher than 65%. Laminate flooring must not be stored outdoors.

All previously installed
floor coverings must be removed. Moving parts of the basis must be fixed to prevent deformation and squeaking.
Irregularities in the basis exceeding 2 mm per 1 m of length must be eliminated. The norm of moisture content in
the basis is no more than: 4% for floor slabs; 5% - for cement-sand screeds; 7% - for a wooden base.

When installing laminate flooring, it is necessary to provide a moisture/vapour barrier to the basis. Laying of the moisture/vapour barrier film is carried
out with an approach to the wall to a height of at least 3 cm. The film should be laid with an overlap of at least 20 cm or end-to-end, gluing with tape. The
underlay is spread on the film. The underlay is laid end-to-end. When selecting the underlay, follow its producer’s recommendations.

If during installation: gaps are formed between the connected panels measuring more than 0,2 mm and/or the height difference between the connected panels is more than 0,15 mm,

it is necessary to stop installation until the causes of defects are clarified and eliminated. Complaints regarding the quality of laid panels that were initially defective will not be accepted.
Laminate flooring conveys the pattern of wood and like wood it may be characterized by irregular pattern and its shades, appearance of knots of different sizes and colors. This difference
is not a defect in laminate flooring. When installing, you do not need to select a pattern, but you should alternate panels of different shades from different packs, so that at the end you do
not have to lay a lot of equally light or dark panels in a row.

Skirting should be fixed on the wall. Make sure that the skirting is not fixed to the laminate flooring in order to avoid deformation of the entire floor covering. To finish the compensating
deformation gaps, use a finishing profile.

To extend the service life, a shoe cleaning system (mat) should be provided at the entrance. Felt pads should be placed
under the legs of furniture, including chairs. For office chairs and other furniture on wheels, soft wheels of the W-soft
type should be used. If they are not available, a protective floor mat should be used.

If you need to disassemble part of the canvas, proceed as follows: first disconnect the entire row along the longitudinal side, lifting it at an angle of 10-15 degrees; then separate the panels
along the short-end side, also lifting them at an angle of 10-15 degrees. To avoid breaking the locking elements, it is important to remove the tongue from the groove.
It is recommended to keep 1 package of laminate flooring throughout its entire service life in order to be able to replace panels due to accidental damage.
